The Lodi Board of Public Affairs met on the above date for a Regular Meeting with the
following Board Members present: Anderson, Goodrow and Geissman.

Public Participation

Supeck Sludge Hauling asked if the Board of Public Affairs would consider reducing their
current sludge hauling cost of three and half cents per gallon to either a two and half cent or
three cents per gallon. The reason for this request is because make the Village of Lodi more
cost effective for him to haul to us instead of to Sheffield, OH. Anderson inquired if the
Board of Public Affairs were to give a reduction approximately how much sludge would the
Village of Lodi be receiving? The Village of Lodi could see approximately a half-million
gallons per year. Board of Public Affairs Members requested Wastewater Treatment
Foreman Jenkin to review this request and to provide figures at their next meeting for further
discussion. Wastewater Treatment Foreman Jenkin informed the Board of Public Affairs
Members that our current rate is competitive with Medina County.

Joanne Slorgie (129 S. Broadway Street) inquired about the utilities rates and why a reduction
was not given? Geissman explained that the Village residents are receiving the 40% discount
from Ohio Edison rates, however the Board of Public Affairs have chosen not to give a
negative PCA reduction to the residents. That the Board of Public Affairs is trying to avoid
having to pass a large PCA charge onto the customers.

Joanne Slorgie inquired if the website (villageoflodi.com) which Rob Geissman is providing
information was approved by Village Council or the Board of Public Affairs? It was
explained that the information posted on that website is village documents that are scanned in.

Electric Utility

Geissman informed Board of Public Affairs members that he has received a letter from Kathy
Bensinger (212 Prospect Street) requesting $19.54 in late fees to be removed from her account
because she uses automatic bill pay and the payment was submitted on 14™ of the month,
however we received after the 20", and that she has provided proof when the payment was
submitted. Anderson motioned to remove the late charges of $19.54, seconded by Goodrow.

Geissman informed Board of Public Affairs members that he has received a request to reduce
the sewer usage for Shawn Shotwell (710 Bank Street #10) because a ground hog ate away the
insulation around the water meter causing the water meter to break. Anderson motioned to
reduce the sewer charge down basic on the last two months average prior to this leak,
seconded by Goodrow. Upon roll call all in favor. Aye-Anderson, Geissman, Goodrow.

Goodrow informed Board of Public Affair members that he has received inquiries about
automatic utility withdrawal payments for customers. Board of Public Affairs Members
requested that the Clerk/Treasurer contact the bank for possible fees and if the Utility Office is
capable of handling this request and report back to them at their next meeting.
