Electric Utility
Utility Superintendent Eaken informed Board of Public Affairs members that at their next

meeting they will be receiving electric rate information comparing demand meter rates and
non-demand meter rates. %

Utility Superintendent Eaken informed Board of Public Affairs members that he is receiving
quotes for stump grinding.

Water Utility
Geissman informed Board of Public Affairs members that the DSL service at the Water Plant
is working with no problems and that Bright.net service should be cancelled.

Utility Superintendent Eaken informed Board of Public Affairs members that the brine tank
construction will be starting on Thursday, April 20",

Anderson informed Board of Public Affairs members that he would like to have the Village of
Lodi tie into Medina County Water System as an emergency back up water supplier.

Anderson suggested to the Board of Public Affairs members that the windows and doors on
the Water Department require better security and that a fence should be placed around the
wells. Water Department employees to review the security issues and report their
recommendations back to the Board of Public Affairs.

Wastewater Utility
Board of Public Affairs members discussed Supeck Sludge Hauling request for a reduction in
cost for bringing sludge to Lodi Wastewater Treatment Plant and they decided not to change

their current rates.

Gary Daugherty (Engineering Associates) informed Board of Public Affairs members that
Mayor Longsdorf should receive a response from Ohio EPA in reference to the letter sent to
them in January about utilizing the remaining balance of the contingency funds.

Geissman informed Board of Public Affair members that the Whisper Creek Development
will be providing individual meters for all Village of Lodi utility service.

Geissman informed Board of Public Affairs members that the Village of Lodi has the lowest
tap in fees in the area and suggested that we go back to using Medina County tap in fee
procedures. i

meeting with Harry Davis of Lewis Lands explaining that a developer is considering
purchasing Anderson property on Wooster Street and building approximately 110 to 115
homes with the lot sizes being the same as on Evergreen Drive.
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
