The Lodi Board of Public Affairs met on the above date for a Regular Meeting with the
following Board Members present: Anderson, Goodrow and Geissman.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Geissman to approve the minutes of the
May 1, 2006 Regular Meeting. Upon roll call: Aye — Anderson, Geissman, and Goodrow.
Nay: None

A motion was made by Goodrow and seconded by Geissman to pay the monthly bills.
Discussion: It was determined that each Board Member will review the monthly bills in the
Clerk/Treasurer’s office at his convenience. Board Member Geissman reviewed all Board
expenditures this month and reported no irregularities. Upon roll call: Aye — Goodrow,
Geissman, and Anderson. Nay — None.

Billing Exceptions

The current status of the utility bill for Mike Jameyson, at 43 Lisa Court, was discussed by the
Board. Payment arrangements of $144 per month were previously made with the Board.
However, the account balance continues to increase. It has been determined that excessive
water usage is occurring at this residence. A utility employee will visit the residence to try to
determine why the usage is high. This will be discussed further at a future Board Meeting.

The utility bill for Kelly Hixon, at 308 Wooster Street, was reviewed by the Board. Kelly is
disputing the $40 reconnect fee that was charged to her account because her address was put
on the shut off list. She was charged the fee but was not actually shut off. Village Solicitor
Ted Lesiak will review the situation to determine if the fee needs to be renamed. Kelly
believes that the fee is in error and has referred to the Fair Debt Collection Act. She will
correspond with Ted Lesiak regarding her concerns. Further discussion revealed that some
accounts were charged this fee incorrectly. A motion was made by Anderson and seconded
by Goodrow, to credit the $40 reconnect fee to all utility accounts charged incorrectly. Upon
roll call: Aye — Anderson, Goodrow, and Geissman. Nay — None. The $40 reconnect fee will
only be charged to accounts that are actually shut off until the situation is completely
reviewed.

Upon further discussion regarding the shut off policy, a motion was made by Goodrow and
seconded by Anderson, to prohibit the utility employees from receiving any form of payment
from customers when shutting off services. All payments must be made in the office and may
not be taken by any utility employee other than an office employee. Upon roll call: Aye —
Goodrow, Anderson, and Geissman. Nay — None.

A motion was then made by Anderson and seconded by Geissman, to shut off each unpaid
account remaining on the shut off list at 7:30 A.M. on the designated shut off day. The utility
employees will begin the shut off procedure at 7:30 AM. The entire list of accounts will be
shut off before any reconnection may occur. Upon roll call: Aye — Anderson, Geissman,
and Goodrow. Nay — None.

After continued discussion regarding utility billing procedures it was determined that the
Clerk/Treasurer will review the entire billing process and make recommendations for
improvements and changes in the near future.

A motion was made by Goodrow and seconded by Anderson, to remove $13.58 (one half of
the penalty charged) to the account of Robert Badura, of 8826 Kennard Rd. The meter was
over read and the penalty was higher than it normally would have been. Upon roll call: Aye —
Goodrow, Anderson, and Geissman. Nay — None.

A motion was made by Goodrow and seconded by Geissman, to remove penalty charges
totaling $133.59 from the accounts of Lodi Library. The payment was mailed on time and was
returned to the Library due to a postal error. Upon roll call: Aye — Goodrow, Geissman, and
Anderson. Nay — none.
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
