The Lodi Board of Public Affairs met on the above date for a Regular Meeting with the
following Board Members present: Anderson and Geissman. Goodrow was absent.

A motion was made by Geissman and seconded by Anderson to approve the minutes of the
June 6, 2006 Regular Meeting. Upon roll call: Aye — Geissman and Anderson. Nay: None

New Business

Discussion occurred regarding the purchase of electric radio read meters. Following the
discussion, a motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Geissman that no meters of any
type may be purchased at all until a comprehensive plan for replacing both water and electric
meters is brought before the Board. Upon roll call: Aye — Anderson and Geissman. Nay:
None.

The current construction water fee schedule was reviewed by the Board. A motion was then
made by Anderson and seconded by Geissman to rescind the current Board Ordinance
requiring a $50 fee for temporary water provided for construction. The Board will now
charge a $50 fee for construction water at an individual residence. The water will be metered
and billed accordingly for all commercial, industrial, or residential developments. Upon roll
call: Aye — Anderson and Geissman. Nay: None.

Old Business

More information is needed from GPD and Associates before a decision may be made
regarding a new electric rate structure.

The utility contract with Cloverleaf Schools was discussed by the Board. It was determined
that current billing for Cloverleaf schools may not be in accordance with the current contract.
Village Solicitor Ted Lesiak will review the contract and then make a recommendation to
correct the situation.

The current tap in fee structure is in the process of being reviewed. Water Foreman Matt
Berry is preparing figures to illustrate the actual costs involved with the tap in process. Board
Member Geissman is collecting information from other municipalities regarding their fees.
After the information is compiled it will be distributed to Board Members.

The Electric Department small bucket truck has been repaired and is currently working fine.
The new engine has a three year warranty. Board Member Anderson reported that because of
the recent replacement of the engine the truck should not need to be replaced in three years as
previously anticipated.

The Board discussed decisions made at the June 6, 2006 Regular Board Meeting regarding
utility money collection by utility employees other than office employees. It was concluded
that the only time utility employees may collect money will be after hours for reconnection of
utilities. They may collect the past due amount plus reconnection charges after hours only and
will not collect money during business hours. All payments made during business hours must
be made in the office. If payment is collected after hours, the utility employees will only
accept checks or money orders and will provide a receipt to the customer. No cash payments
will be accepted after hours. '

Village solicitor Ted Lesiak will determine the proper procedure for implementing a $20
collection fee to cover the expenses involved with accounts appearing on the actual shut off
list each month.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Geissman and seconded by Anderson, to
rescind the following motion made at the June 6, 2006 Regular Board Meeting: “A motion to
shut off each unpaid account remaining on the shut off list at 7:30 A.M. on the designated shut
off day. The utility employees will begin the shut off procedure at 7:30 AM. The entire list
of accounts will be shut off before any reconnection occurs.” Upon roll call to rescind the
motion: Aye — Geissman and Anderson. Nay — none
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
